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sSocial responsibility of sport clubs
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Abstract
The research aimed to identify the constraints and characteristics of sport clubs that influence 
their choice for social activities, irrespective of their core business. Phone interviews were 
conducted to comprise a quantitative dataset and qualitative data obtained by interviews 
helped explain the mechanisms. It appeared that owning a clubhouse, being financially healthy 
and making use of professional administrative support significantly increase an association’s 
participation in community activities. Additionally, larger associations and more performance 
oriented associations are more socially active. Data analysis identified a typology of three types 
of sport clubs which forms a useful instrument for (sport) policy makers.
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
